ATTENTION ALL PARENTS AND YOUTH ADVISORS 
 
1) This event is open to ALL YOUTH ages 8-18. 

 
2) Cost = $30 per participant (youth and adults). Cash or check accepted. Make checks 

payable to Holy Trinity Church. This cost covers food and activities. If groups chose 
to stay for Divine Liturgy, individual families or parish groups are responsible for 
hotel accommodations (see hotel information).  
 

3) All youth and chaperones are expected to behave in a manner that is befitting an 
Orthodox Christian. Be kind, interact with others using appropriate language and 
appropriate physical boundaries, respect others, dress in appropriate clothing, refrain 
from use of drugs, tobacco, or alcohol while at the retreat.  

 
4) This retreat is a “tech-free” retreat. All youth will be asked to keep phones and other 

technology at home or in your bags.  
 
5) Individual parishes/families will be responsible for the booking of hotel rooms. Please 

see hotel info sheet for booking information and deadlines. 
 
6) Individual parishes/families will be responsible for supervision of their youth 

participant while at this retreat, especially at the hotel. 
a. It is the recommendation of the Metropolis of Detroit Office of Young and 

Young Adult Ministries that parish groups should: 
i. maintain the recommended ratio of one (1) chaperone per six (6) youth. 
ii. provide both male and female chaperones if the group has both male and 

female youth participants.
